The BBQ Cook-Off is a North Carolina State Barbeque Championship sanctioned by the Kansas City
Barbeque Society, the world’s largest organization of barbeque and grilling enthusiasts. KCBS
certified judges will be on hand Saturday to blind judge entries from four categories (chicken, pork
ribs, pork, and beef brisket) starting at noon. All four categories are required for Grand Champion
and the Reserve Champion. The team receiving the highest combined score in all 4 categories will be
declared the Grand Champion qualifying them to compete on a national level in the American
Royal World Series of Barbecue, in Kansas City, Missouri, and will be entered into a drawing to

compete in the prestigious Jack Daniel’s World Championship Invitational Barbecue in
Lynchburg, Tennessee.

Festival attendees are also encouraged to make stops during the festival at Ayden’s two legendary
BBQ restaurants: Bum’s Restaurant- 566 Third Street, Ayden and Skylight Inn- 4618 South Lee
Street, Ayden.
